This paper intends to analyze the impacts  of an  economic partnership agreement ( EPA) between  Maghreb countries and the EU. As Maghreb exports are also eligible free duty to the EU under the Everything But Arms scheme, the main  EPA induced change will be the requirement to liberalize EU exporters’ access to the Maghreb countries. Fears have been raised that this could jeopardize the livelihoods of many through dismantling vulnerable industries and  rade deviation . In an attempt to deal with theses issues, we assess the impact potential of an EPA using descriptive statistics of Maghreb trade. The descriptive analysis suggests very limited scope for trade liberalization and macroeconomic  gains.
